The only reality is the eternal present, the undying Now.

Time, Space, Colour in itself, Weight in itself, etc., are fiout the abstractions
of duration, of extension, of colour, of weight, etc.

Thus the infinite
is the indeterminate, (the unsubjective). Then these abstractions are either real
or they are not. If real, being indeterminate, self-determined, each of them
must contain in itself the reason for its own existence.

But let it be remembered
that this where is but expression of our inability to speak but in terms of time,
of space, of all these. What is this substratum in which time and space, as well
as other properties are contained?
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
